Additional Planning Topics / Suggestions?

Possible group activities:

Do a thorough scout of Battalion 14 - especially the boundaries and high risk areas like schools, nursing homes, high rises, potential Red Cross shelters, etc. We'd talk to the Battalion 14 Chief(s) prior to and discuss with him (them) their specific concerns for the Battalion, which we could pass on to the group.

Scout the nearest trauma center, Providence Holy Cross on Rinaldi in Mission Hills.  Providence St. Josephs in Burbank is no longer a Trauma Center, but I know the Providence Emergency Communications officer and it's possible he could show us the facilities including their mobile comm van and old TV truck rigged with ham radios.

Meet with the North Hollywood LAPD. Both Mathea and I are taking the Community Police Academy and we’ve met the North Hollywood Area and Senior Lead Officer Sgt. Eisenberger.  We could get Sean Fox WD6FOX involved, too, if appropriate.  Perhaps we could learn something about the way they operate and how we could help them with communications should we be assigned to do so.

Scout and identify the best simplex relay points in our area -- most of them probably on Mulholland drive.  I'm thinking over by the Hollywood Bowl for points East, FS 97 for Sylmar and the East Valley, FS 99 for Laurel and Coldwater Canyon areas and West LA, and the old Nike site for Malibu and the South Bay.  We'd need to coordinate this with members in those areas and could turn it into a real test.  Fun...

I'm thinking we could invite some of the Battalion 14 CERT members to join us on our scouts and perhaps to the LAPD event, if appropriate.
Visiting a major radio transmission site. This is in process with Capt. Nida investigating sites where we could get cleared to visit.

Once we get to know our Battalion fairly well, Mathea suggested doing something similar -- scout the high risk areas in the nearby battalions 5, 10, and 12 -- areas we are liable to be assigned to help if something happens in those areas.  We could visit the Northridge Trauma Center, LAPD Valley Operations in Van Nuys, and other facilities we might need if our Battalion gets especially hard hit.

Once we start doing things as a Battalion, other ideas will come and more members will become interested.
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
